Unexpected Hope

he season before Christmas seems attenuated because it is neither fall nor winter yet. It is cold, damp, and often

bleak. But no snow. That is good news for some, but disappointing for others. The world is bleak these days, too,
with frightening news about climate change, political upheaval, challenges to the values we thought we shared. How to
live in a world without certainty, without comfortable assumptions?

In her book, Between the Dark and the Daylight, Joan Chittister writes about the “mirage of security” “As the ancients
imply, for every dead and uprooted tree, there is another forest of young trees waiting to take usin.” She goes on. “Like
the bird, we must be prepared at all times to move on, to keep trying, to realize that calamity is as much a part of life as
security will ever be. And if security brings confidence as well as worry, calamity, as disruptive as it may be, will also bring
us new growth and enlightenment.”

We can choose to hide from reality, missing out on our precious lives. We may try to deny the truth of what we see, or
we can figure out how to live through the chaos to the new creation. This requires faith, of course, faith that justice,
compassion, and birth are more powerful — ultimately — than the forces of greed and oppression.

In Romans 8, Paul writes “We know that the whole creation has been groaning together as it suffers together the pains of
labor, and not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly while we wait for
adoption, the redemption of our bodies. For in hope we were saved. Now hope that is seen is not hope, for who hopes
for what one already sees? But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it with patience.”

1 think this reading is not just for Christians. We are part of this earth that is holy and life sustaining. It is up to humanity
to redeem what we have damaged, to repair what has been broken, because our bodies and the body of this planet
breathe together, grow, and die together. Do we know what the other side of the climate crisis will be like? Do we know
what political turmoil will ensue as the result of this? There is an excellent chance that we will be surprised by the next
development. In Christian theology, the two concepts of incarnation and resurrection are about physical insight.
Incarnation is insight into the holiness of new life, the presence of the divine in everything that comes into the world.
